The grades for each quarter will come from assignments, homework, quizzes, tests and projects.  

Homework/Assignments:

· All homework for a unit needs to be kept until the day of the test. The student will turn in all of the checked homework assignments for that unit and an accuracy grade will be given based on a selection of problems chosen by the teacher.   
· Homework should be completed in full and needs to have quality written explanations/methodology in order to receive any credit whether for completion or accuracy.
Tests:
Tests will be given at the end of each unit to assess the students’ mastery of the concepts. The following policy will be held:
· Makeup policy will follow the Enloe Student Handbook.  If a student is not ready for a test due to absences, he/she should talk to the teacher BEFORE the test begins.
· After each test the student and teacher will develop a plan for improvement, if that need exists. Students will be offered a quarter retake at the end of each quarter. This retake will replace any lower test grade up to a 65% for that quarter.

Quizzes:
Some quizzes will count toward your grade and some won’t.  They may occur at anytime, but most will be announced.  You will be expected to take the quiz unless you missed material that is on the quiz (from an unexcused/unplanned absence).  You have until the end of the unit to make up a quiz.

Exam Exemptions:
